The Museum Association Community. In the beginning
there was the Occupation Museum Foundation (OMF) and its
founders were also the ones who not only worked but also
made sure that the Museum would be. Creating a museum from
practically nothing, finding exhibition space and material basis
was a huge challenge. In a minor way | was pulled in early on,
butin earnest when | became Chairman of the Executive Board
in 1998. The Museum was growing then, and it needed financing,
a lot of financing. A real struggle was on our hands when the
City of Riga threatened to tear down our home, the building
of the erstwhile Museum of the Latvian Red Riflemen. But the
Occupation Museum had become a widely recognized institution
by then, and the steadfast backing of the OMF Council helped us
persist and prevail. Eventually, the Republic of Latvia adopted the
Occupation Museum Law and promised to reconstruct and expand
the building. Now the OMF has become the LOMB, Occupation
Museum Association of Latvia, and the Museum - a state-
accredited and internationally recognized memory institution.
The building, as first envisioned by the renowned architect Gunnar
Birkerts in 2001, its white addition pulling the dark past legacy
into light, is finally nearing completion. The Museum and the
Association communities have come through and are dynamically
rejuvenating themselves to take advantage of the opportunities
offered by the new building. For altogether 15 years the OMF
and LOMB community has entrusted me with stewardship.
Therefore, my thanks to you all, but especially the members and
minute-keepers of the boards, for your trust, your enduring faith
inthe Museum’s mission and your democratic and constructive
discussions that have resulted in purposeful and farsighted
legislation for the future.

The Community of Believers. The largest community,
however, is made up of all those in Latvia and the wide world who
from the beginning believed in the Museum’s idea, who trusted the
Museum’s founders and developers and whose enduring largesse
helped it to become the most important place in Latvia where the
occupation period is remembered, its victims commemorated,
and the crimes of the occupation regimes are reminded of. These
are thousands of donors who have invested millions to enable the
Museum’s work and development and all those who have donated
their invaluable services from day one. But that would not have
been possible without the thousands who have entrusted to the
Museum for safekeeping their life stories, documents, photographs,
art works, artifacts, and memorabilia. Those are priceless treasures
in the Museum’s archives that allow the Museum to address its
visitors most directly in a human way and thus to fulfill its mission.
Working in the Museum and representing it in the public | have
met many members of this diverse and inevitably dwindling
community. My heartfelt thanks to those who survived Siberia,
opened up to me and treated me as their own. Many thanks to old
friends and newly acquainted exile Latvians for opening up their
homes and pocket books during my fundraising trips. From you all
I have learned that despite the violent and harsh experiences and
trials and all hostile attempts to tear us up and apart as a nation,
we have lost neither love, nor goodwill, nor faith. We all are joined
by the awareness and the conviction that the Latvian nation, the
Latvian land, and the Latvian state are treasures that must be
preserved and guarded.

I am moved by the deeply emotional memory of this “time of
solidarity.”

2020 was a year that - regardless of the global perspective from
which we view life - again proved that everything has meaning. In

The pandemic denied many their usual work, options for free
time activities, accustomed comforts, and benefits. Many persons
lost loved ones. However, more often than in former years, we also
learned about educational opportunities, the possibility not only
to organize one’s bookshelves and storage areas, but also organize
oneself and one’s values - to gain an understanding of the truly
meaningful.

Last year we had to fight - not on the barricades, but with
ourselves. During the long wait for a return to “normal” we heard
egotistical “l want” and “I need.” It is dreadful to hear self-designated
“messiahs” criticizing measures to protect our health and lives. Time
will tell in what state we will be after Covid, but I would like to hope
that we will act, create, and stand up for that which is meaningful.

Looking back on 2020, I can say, that there was much to be done
and much has been done. Our greatest bonus - that the pandemic
has not directly touched the Museum staff. Therefore, our work
continues in the Museum, in Latvia, and everywhere where our
friends support the Museum.

ALITTLE ABOUT NUMBERS

When the Museum and the exhibit in the KGB Building were
open, we hosted sixteen state delegations including the President of
France Emanuel Macron.

We have quickly adjusted to “distanced communication,” offering
the content of the Museum digitally. A series of five video-stories
have been created: “Childhood. Five Stories About...,” that reflect
on childhood at various times. We have prepared 11 video clips
of Museum guides telling the occupation story. 88,288 visitors
accessed the Museum home page in 2020.

We are especially proud of the Museum Collection - at the end of
2020 we had 53,898 units in the National Catalogue. Last year they
were supplemented with 2,127 artifacts and 40 hours of new video
testimony. The Collection was visited by 456 individuals for research
and consultations.

We are especially pleased that in 2020, observing all the necessary
precautions, we were able to meet with some visitors in person.

On 15 June the Baltinava Museum opened our Museum exhibit
“Maslenki 19407 (created by A. E. Feldmanis in 2000). The President
of Latvia Egils Levits and the Minister for the Interior Sandis Girgens
attended the opening.

“The Freedom Monument 1935-2000” is our temporary exhibition
that received financial support from the Riga City Council and shows
the unique Museum Collection of photographs of the Freedom
Monument in Riga. A special item exhibited is a hand written
song book of the Honour Guard Battalion soldiers. Next to the
“Bearslayer’s song” the last entry was made on 17 July 1940 by the
last honour guard for the next fifty years. The opening was attended
by the Riga mayor Martins Stakis and the the Commander of the
National Armed Forces Staff Battalion, Commander Senior Grade
Seldzis Grasmanis who presented the Museum with a donation from
the battalion soldiers for the restoration of the song book.

ABOUT DONATIONS AND TICKETS

As a result of the Covid-19 pandemic, Museum visitor donations
have decreased, and income for the year 2020 totaled 653, 691 €
(including 239, 863 € for grants and specific projects). Expenses
however totaled 919 299 €, including 577,509 € for salaries.
Therefore, one of our biggest challenges for 2021 will be to ensure
adequate funding for the work of the Museum.

At the meeting of the Museum Association on 30 January 2021,
the members voted in support of paid admission to the Museum for

THE STATUS OF THE KGB BUILDING

On 30 November the government cancelled the scheduled
auction of the building and is now searching for other means of
financing its maintenance and necessary repairs. On 17 December,
the committee responsible for oversight of national memorials
conferred on the entire building at Brivibas Street 61 the status of
a building where historically significant events have taken place,
that is, where “the repressive institutions of the Communist regime
carried out their activities.”

On 5 February the Museum was notified that from now on access
to the inner courtyard and several other areas is prohibited because
of unsafe conditions. Access to the Museum exhibit area and
guided tours will not be affected, but the inner courtyard played an
important role in the story of KGB activities there.

Itis important that the government should develop a long-
term plan for the preservation and use of the building and identify
resources for necessary repair work to avoid decay and the closing
of the Museum exhibition.

Projects to Preserve
the Museum Collection

During May 2020, the Museum digitized 1,152 items from its
collection including documents, photographs, and printed matter.
This was accomplished in cooperation with Latvia’s Ministry of
Culture through its Cultural Information System Center, which
provided co-funding along with the EU’s European Regional
Development Fund.

The digitized materials included: materials from the Central Board
of the “Daugavas Vanagi” organization; German Labor Service records
for Zigonis Klavins; archived materials for Colonel Arvids Kripens.
During the course of this project, quality digitized images were
obtained for use in future exhibits, as well as thumbnail scans that are
automatically transferred to the National Museum Catalogue.

The next phase of the project in November 2020 consisted
of three-dimensional (3D) scanning of two collection pieces.

The Occupation Museum was one of 101 Latvian museums that
participated in these cultural preservation projects. The sum total of
work for all museums was the digitization of 68,000 documents and
photographs, as well as 3D scanning of 30 objects.

During the summer of 2020, the Collection Department of the
Museum received a grant of 9,500 EUR from Latvia’s State Culture
Capital Foundation. The purpose was to preserve the Museum
collections and increase their accessibility. To that end, a freezer and
bactericidal lamps were purchased. In addition, 65 Museum artifacts
were restored and will be used in the new exposition.

“Five Stories about
Childhood”

A new video series has been created entitled “Five Stories about
Childhood.” The series uses recordings of audiovisual interviews
from the Museum Collection. Memories from childhood illustrate life
in independent pre-war Latvia, the tragic events of WWII, the difficult
post war period, the long Soviet occupation, and the Awakening
period just before the restoration of independence. Memories about
family life, games, chores, school life, and language show the world -
through a child’s eyes. This video series is available on the Museum’s
website www.okupacijasmuzejs.lvand on “YouTube”. The interviews
are in Latvian with English and Russian subtitles. Several sources
have recommended the series “Five Stories about childhood” as a
best practices method for the involvement of younger generations
in learning about the occupation. This year the Museum Education
Department will supplement the videos with additional materials that
will increase their usefulness as resource materials for history lessons
in schools. The project is supported by the Latvian Ministry of Culture.

Latvia’s State Culture Capital Foundation has a program called
the “Latvian School Bag” which includes a catalogue of educational
resources. With the support of the Foundation, the Occupation
Museum created a structured activity for this program called “Life
without Freedom.”

The activity uses role-play and other methods to teach the
reality of living under a totalitarian regime versus living in a free,
democratic society. The goal is to develop a feeling for life in a
regimented society in three parts: the common people, the elite
(nomenclature), and the dictator. The workbook has helpful
illustrations by Paula Baiba Rumpe. Ultimately, this structured
activity asks children what they personally can do to protect
freedom.

Anew book is being presented this year on March 25, the
anniversary date of 1949 deportation to Siberia. The book “Through
a Child’s Eyes” recalls the tragic experiences of two child deportees,
Benita (Plezere) Eglite and Anda Lice.

The publication brings together several sources. It is based on
Benita’s childhood drawings and notes about her life in Siberia
from 1949 to 1956. These are supplemented by her oral history as
recorded by the Museum in 2016. Inspired by Benita’s childhood
drawings and writings, Anda Lice gave her own recollections in 2020
and interwove them with Benita’s. An original version of Benita’s
drawings and notes was published by the Museum in 1996.

Itis planned to publish this new edition in English during the
last half of 2021 and perhaps later in other languages. The Museum
staff that assisted with this publication were: Inguna Role, Gundega
Michele, Taiga Koknevica, Lelde Neimane, Solvita Viba, and artist
Rolands Végners.

Oral History
Interviews Collected
during 2020

Precautions related to the Covid-19 pandemic limited in-person
interviews during 2020. Nevertheless, the oral histories of 17 people,
who lived through the occupation period, were recorded. Four of
those interviewed were linguists. Selections from these interviews
will be used in the Museum’s new permanent exhibition. Currently,
the Museum’s Audiovisual Archive contains 2,412 audiovisual oral
history recordings.

In cooperation with the Museum’s Education Department, the
audiovisual project entitled “Five Stories about...” was augmented
with a series of interviews about childhood memories during
the “Awakening,” i.e. the period immediately prior to renewed
independence. Among those interviewed, were LOMB members
Lelde Neimane, Karlis Krékis, and Oskars Gruzins. They described
this critical time as seen through the eyes of a child.

Other interviews were recorded with people who were deported
in 1941 or who fled as refugees, as well as those who experienced
everyday life in Latvia during the Soviet occupation. Among them
was a noteworthy interview with Bruno Javoiss. As a youth in 1963,
he climbed an icy 90-meter Radio Tower and raised the forbidden
Latvian flag over the center of occupied Riga. His six-hour testimony
covered his brutal detention, trial, and servitude in the Gulag.

During the year, the Museum’s Collection Department expanded
its technical capabilities using a grant from Latvia’s State Culture
Capital Foundation (SCCF). The project included acquiring new
photo scanners as well as the development of procedures to make
the Museum’s collection of photo negatives more accessible.

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The New Status of
the KGB Building
and Research on the
Execution Chamber

In response to the request from the Latvian Museum of
Occupation Association (LMOA) to conduct additional research in
the areas of the KGB Building designated as historically significant,
in May 2020 representatives of Latvia’s State Cultural Capital
Foundation (LSCCF) visited the “Corner House.”

Later, on 11 June, the possibility of placing the entire building
under the protection of the state was outlined to LSCCF. Also, on
11 November the Museum and LMOA leadership sent a letter to the
Ministry of Culture, SRE “State Real Estate”, and LSCCF requesting
postponement of the sale of the building, since decisions have not
been made about the status of the building and grants from the
state that would make it possible for the Museum to lease additional
space for its exposition.

At the same time, 2600 Euro of income from the exhibition last
year finance additional research on the bullets and traces of blood
found on the walls in the cell where prisoners were executed.

On 12, 13,20 November and 15 December specialists from the
National Forensic Medicine Expertise Centre removed samples of
organic matter from the walls where bullets were found. Analysis of
the samples could provide proof of human blood on the wallboards
of the cell. Researching cases in KGB files, historian Inese Dreimane
has identified individuals who were shot in the Riga KGB in 1941.

Work has begun to determine whether people were shot here
after October 1944, when the Red Army reoccupied Riga. To obtain
complete information about the events that took place in the
building it is necessary to carry out a thorough historical research.

In Newsletter No. 49, we described a beautiful addition to the
Museum Collection - objects that belonged to the well-known
author Agate Nesaule’s father, Pastor Péteris Nesaule (1905-1997).

He used them during services in Camp Montgomery, a DP camp in
the British Zone in Germany. The cross and candelabra were made
of wood and painted silver by an unidentified craftsman in 1945 in
Camp Montgomery to replace the silver cross and candelabra that
had been taken from the pastor by Red Army soldiers in the Russian
Zonein Germany in 1945.

In November 2020 the Riga Lutheran Evangelical congregation
volunteered to donate 100 Euro for the restoration. In a letter to the
Museum, the congregation president Inese Stankevica wrote the
Museum that the congregation is doing this, even though they are
not “living high” during the pandemic. The Museum is very grateful
to the members of the congregation for donating during such a
difficult time.

The Museum has started a campaign to attract funds to restore
specific items of its collection. As one of the first respondents, the
World Federation of Free Latvians (PBLA) has donated 500 EUR for
the restoration of a printing press. The Museum obtained it from the
former Latvian SSR State Security Committee (Cheka) Museum in Riga.
After restoration, it will be displayed in the Museum’s new exposition.
It was used by an anti-Soviet youth organisation that was founded
in the Riga Technical College in November 1946. The objectives of
the organisation were to establish an independent, democratic, and
national Republic of Latvia with a national, democratic government,
to liberate Latvians deported to the Gulag or living in exile, to ensure
complete withdrawal of all foreign military forces from Latvian
territory, and to liquidate the Bolshevik Party. For these goals the
youths tried to gather weapons and distributed anti-Soviet leaflets.

Although it has been a while, can you recall the first time
you learned of the Museum of the Occupation of Latvia?

| have been interested in the history of Latvia since my youth.
When I'looked into it more deeply, | found many unknown or
confusing topics, as well as questions to which | could find no
answers. | had to wait until Latvia regained its independence before
there was a chance to get some clarity about the occupation period.
Thus, the Occupation Museum became a stopping point for me in
Riga.

Can you tell us a little about yourself, about your
profession?

| am a physician and completed my medical studies in Riga in
1975. However, | began working as a physician in Berlin, became
an anesthesiologist and worked in that capacity until I retired. | visit
Riga every year, sometimes several times a year. Each time, | also
visit the Occupation Museum to learn something new. The Museum
is the keystone in our history and has to be preserved for coming
generations.

What is the most important reason the Occupation Museum
must exist and why should we supportit?

Years of occupation deeply impaired knowledge of our history -
for the elderly, for the young, and even for educators. Latvia cannot
be built on that kind of foundation. Not only that, but globalization,
overwhelming amounts of information, and commercialization
have taken the focus off our own history, and left a vacuum. These
processes are not going to change and therefore the Museum must
work hard so that future generations will know, preserve, and not
lose our common history - it is part of our identity.

Not only are you the most frequent donor, you have also
donated in several ways - in person, visiting the Museum, and
also on the Museum’s webpage using PayPal. Has that been
convenient?

For me, it is essential that the Museum continues to livel The
various ways of donating are important and convenient. The earliest
method of donating in cash has changed with the times and anyone
can now donate using the method that is best for them.

How would you like the Occupation Museum to develop over
the next five to ten years?

In thinking about the future, the Museum should adopt new
“presentation” methods that will reach the younger generation, who
often have a poor knowledge of history, as well as foreign visitors. All
aspects should be presented to clarify the often complicated history
of Latvia. The KGB Building is a good example. That which adapts,
will survive!

From 1 January 2020 to 31 December 2020, 38 donations were
received from Latvians and Latvian organizations in Australia,
totaling 10,881 AUD.

Of this, 8,893 AUD were donations for general expenses of the
Museum and 1960 AUD for the project “Celamaize” - to help to cover
the expenses of moving the Museum from temporary premises at
Raina bulvaris to the newly renovated and extended building on
Strélnieku Square. 28 AUD was received from the sale of a book from
the Museum bookshop.

Twice a year, many Latvians, all over Australia receive via post
the Museum magazine, (Apkartraksts), together with a letter and
a donation slip. The magazine is also forwarded to an email list,
thereby reaching individuals whose mailing addresses are unknown.

The majority of donations come from people receiving
the magazine by post. The cost of printing the magazine and
postage expenses totaled 607 AUD, which is a donation from the
Representative of LOMB in Australia to the Museum.

Unfortunatelly, 2020 has not been a favorable year. The number
of people donating has decreased considerably due to Covid-19.

On a more positive note, on the 6 February, the door to the
Latvian House in Sydney was re-opened, after a pause of 12 months.
This marked the beginning of activities for 2021. Although, under
restrictions due Covid-19, the long awaited market could take place
at the Latvian house, and the Representative of LOMB was able
participate with a stall representing the Museum.

As the Sydney Latvian Society’s Bookshop had been closed the
whole of 2020, there were a number OM books still on the shelves.
The Society had kindly agreed to sell OM books, without asking
fora commission. The yearly market provided an opportunity to
introduce OM books to a wider public.

The market was able to operate only from 12 noon to 2 pm. Up to
12 noon, The Latvian Saturday School children had use of the hall
and, at 2 pm, the award winning Latvian soprano Maija Kovalevska
was honouring us with a concert of Latvian Music.

Still, within this short space of time a number of books were sold
which means that the sum of 200 AUD will be forwarded to the OM
bookshop in Riga. The remaining books have been returned to the
shelves at the Bookshop.

Some interesting observations were expressed in conversation
with visitors to the OM stall. The older generation apologised that,
although they were interested in buying books, they did not do so
due to bad eye sight. Some of the younger generation patrons, were
interested in books in English and also liked the bilingual Museum
Magazine. There was a couple, recently from Latvia, aged about 40,
who said, that they felt very traumatised by what had been done to
Latvians and Latvia during the occupations and they did not want
to be reminded of these times. They feel very sad about what is still
happening in Latvia.

Thanks to all the loyal OM supporters in Australia for extending a
helping hand during these difficult times.

With the $150,000 testamentary
bequest of her IRA transferred to the OMFA capital fund, Ilze
Schwarz’ generous financial support of the Museum will continue
as long as the Museum stands. Our responsibility and that of the
Museum is to be true to her trust and to the many supporters of the
Museum and assure that the Museum remain true to its mission to
commemorate, remember, and enlighten.

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Remembering Biruta
and Dzintars

It was almost three in the morning when Biruta and Dzintars
Abuls were awakened by the telephone call on 27 March 1993 -
| had forgotten the eight hours that separate Latvia and the United
States. In Riga, we were still working, hurrying to resolve the
question of finding an appropriate space and installing the newly
designed exposition of the Museum of Occupation, when | realized
that we did not have the necessary finances. | immediately thought
of close friends, Biruta and Dzintars. Apologizing for the telephone
call at such an uncivilized hour, | quickly explained the Museum
project and asked for a donation to support our work. Without a
moment’s hesitation, Biruta agreed to send a significant sum. So,
Dzintars and Biruta became the first to lay the financial base for our
undertaking - just one month after the project had been submitted

to the Ministry of Culture. Biruta and Dzintars flew to Riga to attend
the unveiling of the first stage of the Museum exhibition on the
first of July. Biruta had been active in Latvian society in the US
and brought experience, energy, a practical approach, and good
humor to the endeavor. With admirable energy, she became
involved in all aspects of work on the project. She assumed the
office of press secretary, assuring that every month subscribers
could read in “Laiks” and local newsletters an account of recent
Museum activities and follow negotiations with the government
on the question of a permanent home for the Museum. Biruta
took on the responsibility of overseeing finances and also laid
the groundwork for a network of supporters. Her balanced and
knowledgeable counsel and advice provided essential support
to the chair (then president) in leading the development of the
Museum. Once during a pause, she admitted, “I'm working myself
to the bone here!” In 1996 Biruta actively participated in writing
the OMF By-laws. One day, we sought advice on legal questions
from a law firm that Biruta knew. We gained much more from this
visit than we had anticipated - Egons Pikelis was designated “pro
bono” legal consultant to the Museum. Biruta represented OMF on
the OMFA board and worked tirelessly to promote support for the
Museum until 2002. Friends and supporters of the Museum from
its beginning, Dzintars was laid to rest on 15 September 2019 and
Biruta on 11 January 2020. We will always remain grateful to them
for their invaluable support in the development of the Museum.
